PASTOR’S POINTS

Dear Church,

“I found it! I mean, I found Him!” The wild-
eyed woman was quite a sight as she
bounced down the street calling out to any
who looked her way. Respectable business-
men pretended not to notice and women
steered their children away. No one wanted
to acknowledge this woman in daylight. Too
many good men had ruined lives and reputa-
tions because of her.

But the woman was persistent. Not only
that, something else was different; she was -
happy. Really happy. This woman of shame
who normally stayed in the shadows (out of
sight, out of mind) was standing in broad
daylight, pleading with any and all to listen.
Finally, curiosity won out and one man
called from the street corner, “OK, we give
up. Who did you find? What are you so
stirred up about?”

The woman stepped his way, paused to
gather herself, and spoke the words that
would change her community, her world,
forever: “Come, see a man who told me all
that I ever did. Can this be the Christ?”

This might be the simplest evangelistic invi-
tation any Samaritan had ever seen, but it
was effective. If you haven’t read the story of
Jesus and the Samaritan woman lately, let me
encourage you to go back to John 4 and read
it today. The dialogue between Jesus and the
woman is fascinating, but the response of the
town people is equally remarkable. John
4:39 tells us, “Many Samaritans from that
town believed in [Jesus] because of the
woman’s testimony.”

Simple testimony. Simple invitation. World
-changing response.

Friends, we can see God re-shape our com-
munity and our world the same way today.
Jesus still changes lives, and He is still the
One who alone tells us the truth about our
world and ourselves.

This year we are joining in a cooperative ef-
fort with Southern Baptists across the nation
to share the Good News with as many people
as possible. One great resource we have to
help people here the gospel is a new website,
www.findithere.com. You many have al-
ready seen TV or radio ads promoting this
site, or you may have received one our bro-
chures on your front door advertising the
site. It's important that you know what it is,
so that you can use it to share with your
friends and neighbors.

Findithere.com is designed to share powerful

testimonies of people who have been saved by
the grace of Jesus Christ, and it includes clear
instructions of how someone else can come to
trust him for salvation. Take a few minutes to-
day to look up the site, browse through the tes-
timonies, and read through the plan of salvation.

(Go ahead and do it now, I'll wait until you get
back.)

Done? Great. Now, here’s the easiest evangel-
ism plan I've ever seen, and it’s yours to use.
First, memorize this line, “Hey, check out this
website I found today! It’s
www.findithere.com.” Second, tell it to your

neighbor, call your friend, post in on your Face-
book status, or spray paint it across the front of
your house. Finally, as your friend, neighbor, or
family member looks it up, pray that God would
let his Truth sink into their hearts and bring
them to faith in Christ.

You can do this. Ican do this. Most impor-
tantly, God can do this. We only must be obedi-
ent to speak. Let’s do this together, and we will
pray that God will begin a great work of salva-
tion right here in Belle Plaine. Hopefully, some-
day soon our neighbors will say the same thing
the Samaritans said in John 4, “It is no longer
because of what you said that we believe, for we
have heard for ourselves, and we know that this
is indeed the Savior of the world.”

I'm praying with you that God will help us
Leave the 99 and gather his people. Can’t wait
to worship with you this Sunday!
