PASTOR’S POINTS

Dear Church,

It's a new year, with a clean slate and
new possibilities. I cannot begin to
tell you how excited I am about the
opportunities our Father has set be-
fore us for the next twelve months.
Ephesians 2:10 tells us, “We are his
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus
for good works, which God prepared be-
forehand, that we should walk in
them.” Without a doubt, there are
divine appointments laid out before
each one of us, and each day brings
another chance to serve and glorify
Christ.

As you begin to consider how you
will serve and where the Lord will
you lead you this year, I'd like to
share a verse that has encouraged and
challenged me. Don't just read this
verse and then keep going. Pause a
moment. Think about these words.
Offer them as a prayer to your Savior.
This is from one = of David’s Psalms;
itisaprayer,a  meditation, and a
confession directly from the wor-
shiper to the Lord. Ready?

“You have put more joy in my heart than
they have when their grain and wine
abound” (Psalm 4:7).

This is a breakthrough confession of
faith from David. Do you see what’s
happening? David has heard the
complaints and desires of everyone
around him and their expectations
that the Lord would “bless” them
somehow. They looked at one an-
other and all their religious works
and said, “Who will show us some
good?” (verse 6). They were waiting
for God to recognize their faithful-
ness, just like we are prone to do even
today. Where was their raise for
work well done? Where was the
peace in their homes and among their
children? Where was the freedom
from outside oppressors? Where was

the abundant harvest and the flow of
wine that represented feasting and
God's blessings?

In the middle of this clamor, David
looked around at all the best the world
had to offer (remember, he’s the king, he
has access to all the best things). Then,
on an average, humdrum, unremarkable,
cloudy Tuesday morning, he realized in
his prayer, “You have put more joy in my
heart than they have when their grain
and wine abound!” In other words, the
world at its best and with its richest
blessings cannot satisty the soul like
knowing God himself. David found
greater satisfaction in seeking and
knowing the Lord than he did in receiv-
ing any kind of worldly blessing in re-
turn.

Is this attitude true of you today? Can
you honestly say before the Lord, “I am
more fulfilled and more satisfied by You
than anything I could desire in this
world?” For many of us, there are days
where this is certainly true, but training
our hearts to rest in Him continuously
is a difficult task. We are forgetful and
easily distracted, and still God calls us
back to himself.

John Piper once said, “God is most glo-
rified in us when we are most satisfied
in Him.” We are starting a new year to-
gether, and our goal is to exalt the Lord
in all that we do. Will you resolve to
find your deepest satisfaction in who
God is rather than what He can do for
youw? Taking this step might just lead
you to a life-changing year of faith in
Christ. Have a great year, I'll see you in
worship!
