
 PASTORõS POINTS [URGENT MESSAGE!!] 
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 Dear Church, 

I normally use this space either to promote an upcoming event or share a few thoughts 

from own journey of faith.  However, this month I need to bring your attention to a very 

serious situation that is facing our association of Southern Baptist churches here in south 

central Kansas. 

Certainly, all of you are aware that the economic hardships of the last few years have af-

fected a number of families, not only in our congregation but in every church of our asso-

ciation.  We have been blessed here in Belle Plaine that God has faithfully provided all that 

we need as a congregation, and you all have been faithfully to continually give in response 

to Godôs provision.  The result is that our own financial situation remains strong, and we 

continue to trust God to meet our needs for ministry in Belle Plaine.  Unfortunately, 

churches all over our region of all denominations are encountering very real financial chal-

lenges, and those struggles are forcing ministry leaders to make difficult decisions. 

Here at FBC, we voluntarily cooperate with over twenty other Southern Baptist churches 

across Sumner, Cowley, and Butler counties to share mission ministries in what we call the 

South Central Association of Southern Baptists (SCASB).  Our association has worked 

together for years to strengthen existing local churches, begin new ministry works, and 

support one another in loving fellowship.  Many of you have grown in your faith through 

working side-by-side with brothers and sisters from these churches, and all of you have 

been blessed by the preaching and leading ministry of godly men who have led our asso-

ciation as Director of Missions. 

Here is the reason for this urgent letter.  The current economic crisis has led to a sharp de-

crease in giving from our member churches to the association.  The resulting budget short-

fall has already necessitated dramatic cuts, and the next steps are even more foreboding.  

As of the end of July, our association is nearing the very end of its reserve funds, and the 

budget has been trimmed to only the most basic operating expenses.  As income continues 

to fall short of expenses, the only remaining step into an area none of us want to consider. 

Here is the bottom line: Unless our financial situation turns around, we will no longer be 

able to pay full salary to Tom Edwards, our Director of Missions, or to Mary Jo Stuckey, 

our association secretary.  This would force Tom to take on a bi-vocational ministry role, 

costing our churches and pastors much access to a valuable partner and friend.  The fi-

nance has been tracking our situation and working toward solutions for months, and this is 

the only option remaining. 

Therefore, I am calling on you as individuals, trusting that the Lord will lead you, to step 

forward and help meet this urgent need.  The finance committee has determined that a 

mere $75 monthly increase from each of our member churches would be sufficient to 

maintain the salaries we have promised to Tom and Mary Jo.  Some of you are capable of 

giving that much individually.  I am not asking that each of you give that much - even a 

small fraction of that amount would help.  Fifteen people giving $5 a month would meet 

our churchôs share, but I believe we can do much more than this. 

Please prayerfully consider how God would lead you stand up for this association that has 

blessed our church so greatly.  Keep in mind this is not a one-time need.  We need indi-

viduals who can give monthly above and beyond your tithe here in Belle Plaine until regu-

lar income stabilizes.  You all have proven yourselves generous many times in the past, 

may God continue to strengthen that character of our faithful church.  If you have any 

questions or would like further details, please contact me directly at any time.
